South Florida’s subtropical climate provides a
unique environment for a myriad of butterflies,
many of which are found nowhere else in North
America. Some species are rare, being migratory
or strays, others are year round residents.

The following list includes 99 species
representing 9 families from Everglades
National Park and the surrounding area. This list
is based on work carried out by Barbara
Lenczewski, Dr. David S. Smith and Dr. Dennis
Leston in conjunction with the South Florida
Research Center in 1980.
