front Park to dedicate a marker on the site of the Peacock Inn. The cere-
monies, originally scheduled for November 24, were postponed because
of the assassination of President John F. Kennedy. Mrs. Jean Louise Flagler
Mook, granddaughter of Henry M. Flagler, who had been among the many
famous guests at the famous hostelry, gave the dedicatory address. Mrs.
George E. Merrick, nee Eunice Peacock, a granddaughter of Charles Peacock
and who was born at the Inn, and Wirth M. Munroe, son of Commodore
Ralph M. Munroe, also a pioneer resident, unveiled the marker. President
Roland A. Saye, Jr., presented the marker to the City of Miami, and City
Commissioner Alice C. Wainwright of Coconut Grove accepted it for the city.
Mrs. Merrick spoke in behalf of the Peacock family.

PEACOCK INN

When Charles Peacock and son Alfred began building Peacock
Inn on this site in 1882 there was no other hotel between Key West
and Lake Worth. The hotel was called Bay View House at first and
this area was called Jack's Bight before it was called Coconut Grove.

John Frow acquired the Peacock Inn land from the original

patentee, Edmund D. Beasley in 1877 and deeded it to Charles
Peacock in 1884.

Many famous tourists visited Peacock Inn. Henry M. Flagler
called Mrs. Peacock the mother of Coconut Grove.
