Special stress is laid upon the laws of etiquette, which in reality receive
their force and sanction from the sweet inspiration of religion. Instructions in
politeness are given regularly and infractions of the rules of courtesy are promptly
but kindly corrected,. In this way, by practice as well as by precept, are engrafted
upon young minds and hearts the habits of refinement that are so desirable for
their own sake and art' so essential to real success in life.

Academic, Normal, Commercial, Music, Art, Needlework and Kindergarten
courses are open to pupils. Gold medals are awarded upon the satisfactory com-
pletion of all the courses destined for seniors. 'he school term extends from the
first week of September to the last of June.

The Alumnae Association of the Convent includes in its membership many
of the most prominent women of the city, both Catholic and non-t'atholi'.

The Sisters are also in charge of St. Joseph's School for boys, and of St.
Francis Xavier's for colored chiliren. Both schiools have a large attendante.
