A
recommendation to this affect was moved (Erica McKinney) and seconded

The committee felt it
would be helpful to have a flow chart that identified the appropriate staff
for specific tasks such as marketing or attendance at particular events or
conferences, grants, partnerships, etc. To help facilitate this the
committee is developing a Historic Preservation Calendar of events.
